Is Your Dog Fat?

Weight charts can give you a
general idea of where your dog
should tip the scales. They don't
always take into account the many
variations that are facts of life. The
best way to tell is to use the rib
test.

This is done simply by placing your
thumbs on either side of the dogs
spine and on the sides of the chest
cavity. Run your fingers along his
sides, toward the tail, and try to feel
his ribs. If the ribs can be easily felt
but aren’t visible — your dog is in
normal condition. If you can’t feel
the rib then that is a sign of extra
weight.
